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Brief Description: 

The Canadian sheep industry is expanding but meat processing plants, feedlots as well as primary producers are experiencing a greatly increased rate of carcass condemnations. Left unchecked, this problem will continue to escalate to the point where the losses are economically devastating.  Understanding the factors that might put a farm at higher risk for infection: e.g. dead-stock practices, management of on-farm dogs, as well wild canine predator control, will help to develop an effective control and eradication program for Canadian sheep flocks. 
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
